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Mayor’s Corner
The City of  Tigard is home to the 

Headquarters of  the 41st Brigade Combat 
Team.  The unit includes about 250 men and 
women citizen soldiers.  The 41st was formed 
in 1917 and was the fi rst Division sent overseas 
after the attack on Pearl Harbor.

In April 2006, the 41st Brigade was 
deployed to Afghanistan to train the Afghan 
National Army and develop them into a 
professional military force.  The Tigard City 
Council was proud to adopt the 41st Brigade by 
Proclamation on March 28, 2006 and display a 
Blue Star fl ag in honor of  the unit throughout 
their deployment.  The 41st Brigade participated 
in 350 humanitarian missions and treatment of  
over 11,000 Afghan citizens in medical outreach 
programs.  

The accomplishments of  the brave men 
and women were not without great risk and 
sacrifi ce.  The 41st Brigade lost Staff  Sergeant 
Brad Lindsey and Sergeant Long Nguyen.  Both 
will be remembered for their courage, loyalty 
and leadership.

The 41st Brigade has completed their 
tour and it’s time to welcome them home!  
There will be a parade in their honor on 
Saturday, August 4 at 10 a.m.  The parade will 
begin at Durham and 113th and proceed down 
Durham to 92nd.  The parade theme is “Past 
and Present.”  Soldiers from WWII will march 
alongside 350-450 Oregon soldiers from the 
deployment to Afghanistan.

Please come and line the parade route and 
welcome our troops home! 

The project design and the 
right-of-way acquisition necessary for 
the street widening are underway. A 
citywide meeting will be conducted 
toward the end of  this year to receive 
public input before the project design 
is fi nalized. 

The Burnham Street 

Improvements include the 

following features:

A 2-lane street between Main 
Street and Ash Avenue with water 
quality treatment planters, 18-foot 
wide sidewalks, parallel parking 
on both sides of  the street, 
landscaping, and new street lights. 

A 3-lane street from Ash Avenue 
to Hall Blvd. with 12-foot wide 
sidewalks, parallel parking on both 
sides, medians where feasible, 
landscaping, new street lights, 
and gateway treatments at the 
northwest and southwest corners 
of  its intersection with Hall Blvd.  

A roundabout was originally 
proposed for the Burnham Street/
Ash Avenue intersection. However, 
based on public input from the 
surrounding properties and the cost 
of  land acquisition, the roundabout 
has now been replaced with a 4-way 
intersection, which requires less 
property and resolves access issues at 
the intersection.

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Downtown: Small Changes, Big Ideas
The development of  the master 

plan for Fanno Creek Park and a 
Downtown Public Plaza is driving the 
big ideas for downtown.  One strategy 
taking form is to make small, noticeable 
improvements that begin to change 
the perception of  the area.  One of  
those small changes is the “Main Street 
Demonstration Project,” intended 
to provide a glimpse of  what Main 
Street could look like when it is fully 
reconstructed.  

As recommended by the City 
Center Advisory Commission (CCAC), 
the city installed new street trees and 
will be replacing the street lighting with 
the more traditional “acorn style” on 
the east side of  Main St. between the 

railroad and Fanno Creek.  As part of  
safety improvements in downtown, the 
crosswalk on Main at Commercial Street 
was relocated to the south corner of  
Commercial Street. 

The master plan for Fanno Creek 
Park and the Downtown Plaza is well 
underway.  The top design challenges 
being tackled by the Steering Committee 
and consulting landscape architects 
Walker Macy are to recreate Fanno 
Creek Park as a beautiful, restored native 
habitat that provides spaces for people 
to view and appreciate nature. Equally 
important is a strong connection 
between the downtown public plaza and 
the park. 

Enjoy the Ride!
In Oregon, a bicycle is a vehicle by 

law. With few exceptions, a bicyclist is 
required to follow the same rules of  the 
road as other drivers of  motor vehicles. It 
may be helpful to keep in mind four basic 
safety principles when riding a bicycle. 

Always maintain control of your 

bicycle. 

Ride on the right, with traffi  c. 
Be visible and alert!

Protect yourself.  Wear a helmet 

and refl ective outerwear. 

The Tigard Municipal Code does not 
prohibit bicycling on a sidewalk in most 
areas; however it does require anyone 
riding a bicycle on any sidewalk in the city 
to yield to pedestrians. 

When riding after dark, the law 
requires a white light visible from a 
distance of  at least fi ve hundred feet in 
the front and a red refl ector on the rear 
that is visible up to three hundred feet.
