


Tigard Awarded Federal Stimulus Dollars

Tigard will be awarded about $1.3 million in Federal stimulus funds from th
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) through the State of Orego
Metro regional government.

Over $1.1 million of the funding will be used for pavement preservation ang
major street maintenance overlays meant to preserve and extend the life of thq
following streets:

72nd Avenue Upper Boones Ferry Road Fir Street (just south of Hwy 217)

Durham Road Hall Boulevard Upper Boones Ferry Road

Bonita Road Fanno Creek Interstate 5 Bridge

This type of stimulus funding is limited
to arterials and collectors (the City’s busy
streets), and these streets were chosen
for paving because their pavement has
deteriorated to the level at which we can
make best use of the funding.

Paving is planned for this summer and
fall. We plan to keep the roads open during
preparation work and paving, though there
may be long trbt delays on paving days.
Signs will be posted advising drivers when
to expect delays, so drivers can choose
alternate routes.
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Small-Fix Congestion Solutions

Tigard is also slated to receive $160,000
for smallPx congestion solutions. These are
smaller projects at key locations that can help
trafbc move better without having to widen
roads or do major construction. These small
projects include tia signal improvements,
such ad3ashing yellow arrow’ left turn signals
which allow drivers to turn left when there are
gaps in opposing tkd, instead of having to
sit through the signal cycle for a green arrow.
These would only be installed at locations
where tradfc engineers judge them to be safe.

Work would be performed in
coordination with Washington County and
the Oregon Department of Transportation.
Streets will remain open during this work, although there may be some delays.

Additional Funding
Required

The convergence of I-5 an
Highways 99W and 217 make
Tigard a transportation hub for
nearly all of Oregon.

Although the following
projects were submitted but no
chosen for American Recover
& Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
funding, Council and staff
continue to seek out alternate
state and federal funding for:

Ever wonder why an item remai
on your record after you returned it t
the Library?

Typically around 3,000 books,
DVDs, CDs and other materials are
returned each day. We also receive
between 30—40 crates of materials d
from other libraries tbll patrons’
hold requests. It is not always possih
to check in an item on the day that it
returned.

Not to worry! If an item is
returned on time, it will not incur a
Pne even if it's checked in a day or t
after it has been returned. We date t
return bins and use that date when
checking in items.

If you've returned an item and it
still shows as “out” on your account,
or you receive an “overdue” e-mail,
wait another day. If it still hasn't bee
checked in, give us a call. Rest assu
that we’ll check in your materials as
soon as we can!
