Need a Plumber?
Shop Smart and Ask Questions

When selecting a plumber, contact at least three 
and asking these basic questions:

What guarantees are given for the work 
performed?  Ask for references.

How long have they been in this business?  
Experience generally provides a greater  
knowledge-base to troubleshoot the problem.

What type of  camera is used to video the 
pipe? A color camera will show a better picture 
than black and white.  Will the camera be placed 
on brushes or on a skid to elevate the camera 
and get it closer to the center of  the pipe?  If  the 
plumber intends to video the line, are they going 
to clean it Þ rst?  This will remove any solids that 
may be holding water back in the line and give a 
much more accurate look at the lateral.

Avoid pouring your money 
down the drain.  Follow these 
tips for keeping pipes clog-free 
and functional: 

Do not pour cooking 
oil down drains!  Grease 
travels down the pipe, cools 
and hardens in the pipe. 
Over time, grease can build 
in pipes to the point where 
the pipe will plug. Contact 
Clean Water Services for a 
“Freeze the Grease” kit at 
503-681-3678.

Do not grind coffee 
grounds, egg shells, or 
stringy material (i.e. celery) 
in the garbage disposal. 
Materials may settle to 
the bottom and build up, 
reducing ß ow and causing 

solids to get caught. 
Compost instead—your 
garden will thank you!

Beware of  putting things 
down drains that swell up 
when they get wet, like 
rice and instant mashed 
potatoes.

Wipes (baby wipes, 
disinfecting wipes, sweeper 
pads, etc.) clog pipes! These 
products are great for what 
they are designed to do, but 
do not break down in the 
sewer system.  They may 
tangle and plug your pipes.

One person on your team would 
be responsible for reporting grafÞ ti to 
the non-emergency 
police number 
(503-629-0111) 
and getting status

be cleaned up.)   It’s even possible to post 
status reports on your area web page!

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Effective January 1, 2010, alarm 
permit fees will increase from $15 a year 
for a single-function burglar alarm to 
$25.00 per year.  Combination (burglary 
with manual panic button) alarm fees will 
not increase from the annual $25 fee. 

Government agencies, disabled 
residents and residents age 60 and 
over are exempt from the annual alarm 

permit fee; however, they must obtain 
an alarm permit. All alarm system users 
are required to apply for an alarm permit 
within 30 days of  alarm installation and 
activation. 

Alarm permits are valid for one year, 
renewed annually.  If  you have questions,

Insulate or apply heat tape to pipes that 
run along exterior walls or are located 
in unheated parts of  your home, like 
the crawl space, basement, or garage.

Close vents to crawl spaces and 
basements.

On very cold days, take special 
precautions in older homes. Allow water 
to drip from faucets that 
are supplied by exposed 
pipe and open kitchen and 
bathroom cabinet doors to 
allow warm air to circulate 
around plumbing.

Make sure all doors and 
windows are in good repair 
and tightly closed.

Shut off  inside valves 
supplying outdoor faucets.

OUTSIDE YOUR HOME

Drain and disconnect hoses.

Turn off  and drain water from your 
irrigation system.

Inspect your outdoor water meter to be 
sure the lid is intact and secure.

Hint: If  pipes become frozen, use a 
blow dryer to thaw them. Hold the dryer 
about six inches away from the pipe and 

move it back and forth along 
the frozen area.

Weatherizing Tips for Winter
Holiday Garbage 

Collection Schedule

This holiday season, Christmas 
and New Year’s Day fall on Friday. 
Garbage will not be collected on 
Friday, but will be picked up Saturday.

The normal collection schedule 
will resume the week of  January 4, 
2010. 

If  you have any questions, please 
contact your garbage hauler, either 
Pride Disposal Company at 503-625-

Management at 800-808-5901 (www.
wmnorthwest.com).

BE ADVISED:  Severe Weather May 

Impact Garbage Service

Severe weather conditions may 
prevent your garbage haulers from 
maintaining their regular collection 
schedule.  Generally, if  local school 
bus routes are cancelled or delayed, 
garbage hauler routes will be as well. 

If  pickup isn’t possible on your 
normal service day, the garbage 
hauler will try again the following 
day—weather permitting. 

If  your service is delayed two 
days in a row due to the weather, 
the garbage hauler will collect on 
your next regular service day. 

Please Note:  

Customers who did not receive 
service are allowed to put twice 
the amount of  garbage and 
recycling out on the next regular 
pick-up day at no additional 
charge. Extra garbage should 
be contained in plastic bags and 
placed next to your garbage roll 
cart.

Paper and cardboard materials 
are not recyclable when exposed 
to prolonged moisture (rain, 
snow, etc.).  To ensure these items 
can be recycled, it is essential 
to protect them from moisture.  
Items to be recycled must be 
placed in your cart.  

Please adhere to the following 
guidelines when recycling 
holiday trees through your 
regular garbage hauler:

Remove the 
tree stand and 
all decorative 
material (tinsel, 
lights, ornaments, 
etc.) from the 
tree. Flocked trees 
can be recycled. 

Trees over Þ ve-feet 
in length must be cut 
in half. 

Place the tree at the curb in 
place of  your yard debris cart, on 
the same day as regular yard debris 
pickup. Your tree will be collected 
at no additional cost. 

An extra charge of  up to $6 will be 
added to your bill if  your tree is put 
out in addition to your yard debris 
cart.

Holiday greenery may be recycled 
in the yard debris cart once 

all metal and decorative 
material has been 

removed.

If  a local 
organization, other 
than your hauler, is 
collecting your tree, 
schedule pickup 
on a day other than 

your yard debris 
collection day to 

avoid confusion. 

People living in multi-
family residences should 

contact their property manager 
to arrange for service. Large 
properties can request a drop box.

Holiday Tree Recycling
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Oregon electronics retailers can 
expect an increase in demand for 
hands-free devices for cell phones 
during the coming holiday season.  
The reason?  On January 1st, Oregon’s 
“hands-free” law goes 
into effect.  

The new law 
(House Bill 2377), 
enacted in June, 
prohibits the use of  
cell phones by drivers 
who are 18 or older 
unless they utilize 
a “hands-free accessory.”  Drivers 
under the age of  18 are still prohibited 
from using cell phones while driving, 
either with or without a “hands-free 
accessory.”  

The law applies to any “mobile 
communication device,” including a 
“text messaging device or a wireless, 
two-way communication device 
designed to receive and transmit voice 
or text communication,” commonly 
known as a cell phone.

A “hands-free accessory” is 
deÞ ned as an “attachment or built-in 
feature… whether or not permanently 
installed in a motor vehicle, that when 
used allows a person to maintain both 

hands on 
the steering 
wheel.” 

The law 
contains a 
number of  
exemptions 
from the 
“hands-free 

accessory” requirement, including:  

A driver who is “summoning 
medical or other emergency help 
if  no other person in the vehicle is 
capable of  summoning help”;

The operator of  “an ambulance or 
emergency vehicle”;

The driver of  a vehicle who is 
“acting in the scope of  the person’s 
employment as a public safety 
ofÞ cer;” and,

The driver of  a motor vehicle 
acting “in the scope of  the person’s 
employment if  operation of  the 
motor vehicle is necessary for the 
person’s job.”

Violators can be stopped even if  
they have committed no other trafÞ c 
offense, and citations will carry a base 
Þ ne of  $145.  

In adopting the new law, 
legislators balked at another proposal 
to prohibit all cell phone use while 
driving despite growing scientiÞ c 
evidence that the real danger from cell 
use comes not from using one’s hands, 
but from the distraction caused by the 
conversation itself.

The Tigard 
Public Library will 
hold its second 
Food-for-Fines 
drive Sunday, 
December 6 
through Saturday, December 12.  Food 
collected will be donated to a Tigard food 
pantry to be distributed to local families 
in need.

The Library initiated 
the Food-for-Fines program 
last year to assist patrons 
and others hit hard by the 
recession.  Patrons donated 
2,493 pounds of  food, while 
the Library waived nearly 
$1,000 in Þ nes.  

Every two non-perishable 
food items donated will equal 
$1 in Þ nes.  A maximum of  
$10 per account may be waived 

with food donations, but patrons may 
contribute as many food items as they 
wish.  The Library will also accept cash 
donations to the food pantry.  Donated 
food will be used only toward payment 

of  Þ nes—not for damaged or lost items 
or accounts that have been sent to 
collections.  

Acceptable donations include:

Canned meats (tuna, chicken, salmon)

Canned and box meals (chili, soup, 
macaroni and cheese, etc.)

Peanut butter

Pasta, rice, cereal

Canned fruits and 100% fruit juice

Please, no unlabeled or rusty cans, 
homemade, perishable or open items.

goes into effect.  



Winter Storms Can Strike 

Quickly and Without 

Warning

What would you do if a severe winter 
storm left you stranded?  Cope with 
severe winter weather by being 
prepared and knowing what to do. 

If Stranded in a Vehicle...

If  you become stranded, stay in the 
vehicle.

Make sure the exhaust pipe is not 
blocked, and then run the motor 
about 10 minutes each hour for heat.  
Slightly open a window to avoid 
carbon monoxide poisoning.

Be visible to rescuers.  Tie a colored 
cloth to your antenna or door and 
turn on the dome light at night while 
running the engine.

Keep an emergency supply kit in your 
vehicle.

If Caught Outside...

Wear several layers of  loose Þ tting, 
lightweight, warm clothing. The outer 
garments should be water repellent. 

Wear gloves or mittens and a hat.  
Cover your mouth with a scarf  to 
protect your lungs. Try to stay dry and 
cover all exposed body parts.

Find or build a shelter for protection 
from the elements.  Build a Þ re for 
heat and to attract attention.  Place 

rocks around the Þ re to absorb and 
reß ect heat.

Drink ß uids to avoid dehydration.  
Melt snow, if  needed, for drinking 
water.

Exercise to maintain body heat, but 
avoid over-exertion.

If  stranded in a remote area, stomp 
large block letters in an open area 
spelling out HELP or SOS and line 
with rocks or tree limbs to attract 
the attention 
of  rescue 
personnel 
who may be 
surveying the 
area by airplane.


