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Mayors Corner

For several years Tigard has aspired to create a
continuous path following the Fanno Creek green-
way, preserving and protecting the riparian corridor
along the creek and allowing us to build a multi-use
trail useful for both recreational and transportation
purposes. Over time, the city worked to purchase and
build portions of this trail as opportunity allowed.

On February 4, the Metro Regional Council vot-
ed to authorize the purchase of two small properties
near Grant Street that will move us one step closer to
the completion of this trail, using greenspaces bond
measure funds.

This is just a part of Tigard’s overall plan to
create a complete community with expanded parks
and open space, public facilities like the library, a
proposed public plaza, and a transportation system
that works.

That plan includes over $10 million in improve-
ments to Pacific Hwy. over the next three or four
years, and a high capacity transit line for the Barbur/
Pacific Hwy. corridor linking Tigard to downtown
Portland and the rest of the region. This corridor is
very important to the entire Portland metropolitan
area for the transport of both people and freight.
The challenge will be constructing this transit line
so that it provides service to Tigard and the other
communities along its route, without reducing the
current highway’s capacity. This won't be easy and it
will probably take ten years to accomplish, but it can
and must be done.

Together these projects will meet the needs of
Tigard residents for the foreseeable future and keep
Tigard A Place to Call Home.

In 2026, Downtown Tigard
may look quite different than it
does today thanks to the City
Council’s adoption of new
zoning and design standards for
the Downtown Urban Renewal
Area.

This process milestone
will lead to the development
of a lively Main Street, home
to restaurants and retail shops.
Nearby, visitors will be able to
take advantage of excellent transit
service, walkable streets and safe
bicycle connections. Future plans
include a new plaza and restored
natural areas of Fanno Creek
Park.

Adopting design standards
and new code allows the city to
implement the vision outlined
in the Tigard Downtown
Improvement Plan. The plan
calls for a pedestrian-oriented

in the location of land uses while
requiring high quality architectural
design.

New Bridge Honors Former City
Councilor Tom Woodruff

The new pedestrian bridge has been
named “Woodruff Bridge” in honor
of Tom Woodruff, who served
on the Tigard City Council from

February 2004 to December
2008. It is a fitting tribute to
Councilor Woodruff’s devotion
to connecting citizens with local
government.

The Woodruff Bridge is an
ADA accessible timber structure
with cable railing. The boardwalk
leading to the bridge provides an
excellent platform to view wildlife and
wetland restoration work.

During his tenure, Mr. Woodruff
served residents not only as a City
Councilor, but as a representative to the
Parks and Recreation Advisory Board,
the Metropolitan Area Communications
Commission and multiple water agencies,
culminating in a partnership between
Tigard and Lake Oswego for shared long-
term water rights.

Community Action—A Helping Hand for Tigard

Over the past year, Community Action
played a vital role in addressing the causes
and conditions of poverty experienced
by Tigard residents. Community Action
works in partnership with the community
to assist low-income people in achieving
self-determination.

Statistics are Astonishing and Inspiring
The agency helped keep the heat
and lights on in 1,262 Tigard homes by
providing emergency energy assistance.
Eighty-eight Tigard families were able
to avoid homelessness by receiving
emergency rent assistance. Housing
stabilization support or emergency shelter
kept 25 Tigard families from living on the
street. Thirty-three households received
information on conserving energy and
reducing heating bills. An additional
18 homes received comprehensive
weatherization services to improve the

safety and energy efficiency of their homes.

Your Money Supports Your City

More than 150 parents received
referrals for quality, affordable child care,
allowing them to go to work with the
confidence that their children were in
good hands. Community Action’s Head
Start Program helped prepare 124 Tigard
children for success in school. Access to
prenatal care and parenting support was
provided to 107 uninsured, low-income
Tigard mothers to support the healthy birth
of their babies.

In 2009, there were 2,412 contacts
made by Tigard residents seeking support
from Community Action’s information
and referral line to a range of social and
health services.

Tigard Can Make a Difference!

Census Data is Powerful

Tigard has a lot to gain by ensuring
an accurate count. We are directly
impacted by Census data. Here’s how:

® Accurate data is crucial in
apportioning seats in the U.S. House
of Representatives and deciding
how money is allocated for projects
like new hospitals and schools.

® The remodel of the Tigard Senior
Center was partially funded by two
Community Development Block
Grants (CDBG). Census data was
used to compute the number of
seniors living within the center’s
service area of Tigard and King
City. Census cross-tabulations were
used to determine household size
and income level, more specifically,
the number of senior-headed
households below moderate
income level. The city was required
to provide this data in order to
document eligibility for CDBG
funding.

® Based on Census data, the city has
applied for and received CDBG
grant funds for sidewalks and
associated improvements within
several areas.

® Census data is used often in
planning projects. A recent example
is the Tigard Transportation System

Plan (TSP) which uses Census data
to determine future transportation
options.

Did You Know...

Tigard contains two block groups
determined by the Census to be “hard-to-
count.” As is true in many communities,
the hard-to-count areas generally follow
the city’s major transportation routes
Interstate 5 and Highway 217. There
are twelve variables used to determine
hard-to-count areas, including population
below poverty level, linguistically isolated,
renter-occupied, etc. Typically, the hardest
population to count is males age 18-24.

It’s Important!

Every year more than $400 billion
in federal funds are awarded to states
and communities based on Census data;
that's more than $4 trillion over a 10-year
period.

RuLEs of the ROAD: Drivin WHILE DISTRACTED

D

Since January 1st, the use of
handheld cell phones while driving has
been illegal in Oregon. The new law
assumes that the margin of safety is

improved by leaving both hands free to

grip the steering wheel. Based on my
own unscientific survey, it appears that
most drivers are in compliance.

Cell phone use is only one of
many distractions that reduce driver
awareness, causing an estimated 6,000
fatalities nationwide in 2008. Others
include text messaging, drowsiness,
playing CDs, eating, tinkering with
radios and talking with passengers.

Of these distractions, text
messaging is the most dangerous. On
average, drivers take their eyes off the
road for five seconds to make each
entry. At freeway speeds, a vehicle

travels the length of a football field
\,

and both end zones during that time.
Nationally, texting is a factor in about
3 percent of crashes each year. Given
the extreme risks, it’s likely that rest of
the U.S. will soon join Oregon and a
few other states that already prohibit
texting while driving.

A ban on texting is a no-brainer.
But is a hands-free cell phone actually
safer than the handheld variety?
Almost certainly not, according to
national studies. Drivers on cell
phones, whether handheld or hands-
free, are four times more likely to
be involved in a collision than other
drivers. Cell phone use is a factor in
25 percent (1.4 million) of all crashes
each year, causing thousands of deaths
and injuries and an economic cost of
$43 billion.

A driver talking with a passenger

has a clear advantage over one
involved in a cell phone conversation:
the passenger can help the driver adapt
to changing conditions. Studies show
that talking to a passenger is much less
dangerous than even a hands-free cell
phone conversation.

While Oregonians can lawfully use
cell phones with a hands-free device,
the convenience of this form of
communication may not be worth the
serious risk it creates for everyone on
the highways.

Tigard Shines in OLCC Check

Periodically the Oregon Liquor Control
Commission (OLCC) performs compliance
checks among Tigard area businesses to ascertain
their compliance regarding the sale of alcohol to
minors.

In the latest check, 33 establishments were
visited by a pair of OLCC inspectors and an
eighteen year-old male acting as a decoy, as
well as two Tigard Police Officers. The result?
Tigard businesses scored an impressive 97
percent compliance. This nearly perfect score
significantly surpassed the dismal 30 percent
compliance results obtained in a similar sweep in
2009.

The Tigard Police Department credits
the dramatically improved score to increased
education, enforcement and awareness. Efforts
to combat underage drinking continue through
partnerships with the school district and
involvement in programs which promote healthy
and substance-free lifestyles amongst youth.

Homeowners: You Play an Important Role

Landscape for Safety

The city asks all residents to ensure
that there is easy access to fire hydrants

and water meters located on their
property. In the event of a fire,
it is crucial that emergency
responders are able to

identify and access fire
hydrants. Easy access to

your water meter enables

city staff to perform

repairs, provide routine
maintenance, and read

meters in a quick and efficient
manner.

Many hydrants and water meters
throughout the community are
obscured or are difficult to access
because of overgrown vegetation,
fencing, landscape walls, and other
obstacles. A minimum clearance of
three feet is required around fire

hydrants to allow fire personnel to
connect hoses and operate hydrant
valves. A minimum clearance of two
feet is required around water
meter boxes and there
must be a clear, direct
path from the street
to the meter.

The
responsibility of
maintaining the areas
near hydrants and water

meters belongs to the property

owner, so please check to see that your
water meter and neighborhood fire
hydrant are accessible to your service
providers.

Hang a Left When You're Ready...

You've probably seen the newer
‘flashing-yellow-arrow’ left turn signals.

A flashing yellow arrow
allows you to legally (and
cautiously) turn left when there is
a gap in opposing traffic. Recent
pilot projects have shown these
signals allow drivers to turn left
sooner while still maintaining a
good level of safety.

The City of Tigard, in
conjunction with Washington
County and ODOT, is installing
many of these new flashing-
yellow-arrow signals throughout
the city at intersections that
have met the required criteria.

Flashing Yellow Coming Soon
They will be installed on city arterials
(such as Durham Road and 72nd Avenue),

county roads (such as Scholls Ferry Road),
and state highways (Pacific Hwy.
and Hall Blvd). This will mean
drivers no longer have to wait

at a red arrow when there
is no oncoming traffic. Of

Training
includes a wide variety of topics,
including small fire suppression,
disaster medical activities, light
emergency search and rescue activities
and more.
