Drivers are advised to use alternate 
routes to avoid the area, particularly 
during nighttime construction.

Burnham Street Construction Continues

Knife River, Inc. is scheduled 
to begin paving in early May. Crews 
will start by removing sections of  
failed and potholed pavement and 
then grind the pavement along the 
curbs. After that, two inches of  
new asphalt is placed on top of  the 
existing roadway. Manholes and valve 
covers are adjusted to match the 
new pavement surface and striping is 
done on the roadway to complete the 
project.

Flaggers will do their best to keep 
traffi c moving during construction, 
though some delays are inevitable due 
to the high volume of  traffi c. Drivers 
are advised to use alternate routes 
when feasible to avoid construction 
delays.  

Work will include a weekend 
closure of  Durham Road (May 8-9) 
in conjunction with a railroad project 
to replace the railroad crossing near 
Upper Boones Ferry Road.  This 
project is funded by ARRA federal 
stimulus dollars.

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Afternoon rush hour 
is well underway in 
Tigard as “Jane” drives 
north on Hall Boulevard, 
planning to turn left at the 
intersection with Pacifi c 
Highway.  She notices that 
a long line of  cars has 
backed up in the center 
lane for drivers planning 
to go left onto Pacifi c or 
straight onto Hall.  Only 
a couple cars are ahead of  her in the 
right lane, which becomes a signed 
“Right Turn Only” lane closer to the 
intersection.

Jane has to choose:  Should she 
move into the center lane and follow 
the line of  cars to the intersection, 
possibly waiting through several cycles 
of  the light to get there?  Or should 
she proceed ahead in the right lane and 

hope that a sympathetic driver 
will wave her into the center 
lane, thus avoiding the long 
delay?  The risk, of  course, is 
that Jane’s attempt to merge 
will fail and she’ll end up 
blocking the right-turn lane.

Jane faces a familiar 
dilemma at busy urban 
intersections.  Once she enters 
a restricted turn (or straight) 
lane, however, she has no legal 

alternative but to obey the restriction. 
A right turn becomes mandatory as 
soon as Jane passes the sign and solid 
lane divider.  

Restricted lanes are well marked 
according to a federal manual for road 
markings and devices.  A restricted 
lane is usually defi ned by a solid line 
that begins well before the intersection.  

Arrows on the pavement and one 
or more signs alert drivers to the 
restriction.  

A driver who ignores lane 
restrictions can be cited for “failure to 
obey a traffi c control device,” with a 
base fi ne of  $295.  A driver who blocks 
a lane can be cited for “impeding 
traffi c” ($145 base fi ne).  

Jane and others who drive on 
Pacifi c Highway will soon be getting 
signifi cant relief. When construction is 
complete, drivers will be offered three 
lanes at Hall Blvd.  You can fi nd the 
project details on the city’s website at 
www.tigard-or.gov/99W.

Improving Neighborhood Livability 

The Garrett Street sidewalk 
improvement project has begun!  The 
new segments fi ll in gaps in the existing 
sidewalks on the south side of  Garrett 
Street between Ash Avenue 
and Pacifi c Highway. 

Garrett Street is an 
older street without 
curbs or storm 
drainage facilities.

force people to walk into 
the traffi c lanes. As a result, pedestrian 
safety is a major concern. The installation 
of  sidewalks will improve neighborhood 
livability by providing safe and convenient 
residential access to school bus stops, 
public transportation, nearby stores and 
other services.

The city was awarded a $142,000 

Community Development Block Grant to 
construct a sidewalk and associated storm 
drainage improvements along the south 
side of  Garrett Street. Engineering and 

construction management 
services are provided 

by the city as local 
match.

   Fowler Woods Slated for Purchase

The Tigard City Council approved the potential purchase of  the Summer 
Creek property (locally known as the Fowler property).  The site is adjacent to 
Fowler Middle School and generally bounded by Tigard Street, Tiedeman and Gallo 
Avenues. The city has been working in conjunction with the Trust for Public Land 
(TPL) to acquire this parcel.

The city wants to 
purchase the land to 
create a publicly-owned 
park and natural area.  
The 43 acres of  trees, 
streams and wetland will 
also include a ballfi eld 
and a small interpretive 
shelter. The city hopes to 
purchase the land for $5.33 million. TPL has helped the city to secure a $1 million 
“Nature in Neighborhoods” grant administered by Metro.  This grant represents 
approximately 19 percent of  the purchase price.  TPL also secured pledges from 
Washington County ($400,000) and from Clean Water Services ($100,000).  Several 
other contributions are pending.
